It is the position of the Physical Therapy Section that nothing in the Ohio Physical Therapy
Practice Act prohibits a physical therapist from performing dry neealing. Performance of trnigger
point therapy is consistent with the knowledge and skills of licensed physical therapists. As with
any specialized procedure, the physical therapist must demonstrate competency in the modality.
