AL PTA – Lane Blondheim, PT, reported from the Governmental Affairs 



Committee that Danny Corbitt is the new lobbyist for the Association.  He was 


chosen for his relationship with MASA and the Chiropractors in the state.


The Grass Roots Network should be in place December 8.  There is a board 


representative from each district who will host district meetings around the state. 


The Committee is following the South Carolina Model, adapting it to 



their particular needs.  The Chapter Council meeting is planned for Nov. 15, 3-7 pm 

at Restore Therapy in Birmingham.  Someone from the Licensure Board is invited 

to attend.  



On behalf of the Licensure Board’s Legislative Sub-Committee, Jay 


Segal asked if the Association’s Governmental Affairs Committee would take 


on the project of educating legislators re: issues such as EMG, etc.  Lane indicated 

that was already part of the plan.

Appointment Secretary is to call the Board Office to check for any disciplinary 


action against any of the nominees’ licenses prior to appointments being made.

2007 Renewals (2832 online through 10/22/07) – With 13 licensees already being 


fined for working with expired license, the Board discussed the possibility of an 


increase in the fine to $1000 to curtail the incidence of this problem.  More research 

is indicated.

2009 Budget Request ready for submission with 5% increase.

Act and assist the Board in prioritizing rule changes that need to be made.

Online / Home Study CE Approval Issue – PTCourses has taken issue with the 


Association’s review of home study / online courses for CE, mainly the issue of 


cost to have the courses reviewed.  Jay Segal will draft a letter to this company 


clarifying the Board’s role in course approval and informing them that they will 


have to deal with the Association on this issue of payment.  The Executive Director 

will draft a letter to Dogwood Institute regarding no blanket approval of courses.  


The Chair will speak with the Association re: scrutiny of the on-line courses.

Licensee with Misdemeanor – It was suggested that we add a required explanation 

to the question, if the answer is yes.

Question re: cardiopulmonary physical therapy – Andy Gustafson will respond.  If 

there is an order by physician, the therapist has authority to perform the therapy 


required.

Can PTAs perform Manual Mobilization – It is OK if trained and approved by the 

Physical Therapist.

Will verbal orders suffice for physical therapy on a patient transferred from hospital 

to nursing home?  The therapist is entitled and required to have the name of a 


physician who issued the verbal order for therapy.
