NEWLY PASSED LEGISLATION IMPACTING
THE PHYSICAL THERAPY BOARD AND PROFESSION

Based on the following changes passed by the 2009 Legislature, the PT Board is preparing to update its rules to
incorporate these changes. Proposed Changes will be communicated with licensees throughout the rulemaking
process and prior to adoption of new rules, there will be a hearing allowing public comment:

Physical therapists have been added to the list of mandatory reporters of child abuse. (SB 670)

Licensees must report any arrest for a felony, or comviction of a misdemeanor or felony to the Board within 10 days
of the arrest or conviction. (HB 2059)

Licensees must report another licensed medical provider, to the Board that licenses that provider, if you have
“reasonable cause to believe that the person has engaged in prohibited or unprofessional conduct”. You must report
the suspected licensee “without undue delay” but no later than 10 working days after you learn of the conduct. Prohibited
conduct is defined as a criminal act against a patient of a criminal act that creates a risk of harm to a patient.
Unprofessional conduct means “conduct unbecoming of a licensee or detrimental to the best interest of the public, including
conduct contrary to recognized standards of ethics of the licensee’s profession or conduct that endangers the health, safety
or welfare of a patient”. (HB 2059)

Physical therapists with a DPT degree will be allowed to use the title ““doctor”. Persons who have earned a doctoral
degree in their field of medical practice and who are licensed by the health licensing board for that practice area will be
allowed to use the title “doctor”. Specifics will be written into rule. (HB 2610)

All health licensing Boards have new authority and discretion to release or withhold the personal email address,
home address and personal telephone number of licensees. Boards may refuse to disclose this information, with the
exception being that a Board must disclose it if requested for a public health or state health planning purpose (HB2118).

Licensing Boards will continue to have jurisdiction over a person who is the subject of an investigation or
disciplinary proceeding relating to acts or omissions that occurred while the person was licensed by the Board
regardless of whether the person has relinquished or not renewed their license to practice. (HB 2118)

All licensing board must use a standardized definition of “impaired  licensee (HB 2118) and as of July 2010, no
health related licensing board will be permitted to have its own “impaired practitioner program”. The Department of
Human Services will establish or contract with an impaired professional program and contract with an independent third
party to monitor a professional’s participation (HB 2345).

Two conflicting bills were passed both dealing with the number of members of the Board. The Board is awaiting an
opinion from the Attorney General’s office regarding this matter (HB 2058 & HB 2118)

BOARD DETERMINES THAT DRY NEEDLING IS WITHIN PT SCOPE OF PRACTICE

After extensive research based on numerous inquiries from licensees, at its July 17, 2009 meeting, the Board
determined that the performance of dry needling is within the scope of practice of a physical therapist or physical
therapist assistant. Statutes and Rules governing other health care professions do not prohibit qualified physical
therapists or physical therapist assistants from performing dry needling. As with any other treatment technique or
modality, as per OAR 848-040-0145(2), a physical therapist or physical therapist assistant shall perform, or attempt
to perform physical therapy interventions only with qualified education and experience in that intervention.
